the other dogs and she waits patiently for her bowl, She
eats dry food well. When we got her she was very thin
with few muscles, but thanks to daily walks on a leash and
playing with out dogs she’s started o develop some
muscles. She still needs to build up strength in her legs
which sometimes tremble when she is tired. She has not
yet gone upstairs, but with encouragement will go
downstairs if you are beside her. I've kept her in a small
laundry room during the day with newspapers, food and
water and she 1s always quiet and goes happily in her room.

She is also crate trained, Tohru is a lovely, affectionate dog

to both men and women.



On May 29, 2007, 3 puppies approximately 6 weeks old
were found in a sealed trash bag that had been thrown in
a Dumpster. At least 50 people heard the puppies crying,
and a Good Samaritan brought them to the Humane
Society. They were sent straight to the vet for evaluation
and emergency treatment, and we were unsure if any
would survive because of the heat exhaustion, mange,
open wounds infested with maggots and dehydration
they were suffering from. However, Gobbler, Hobo, and
Sally all recovered fully and found their forever home
shortly thereafter!



Rescued Dogs from Corpus Christi

In January 2005 the Humane Soclety tranzferred 20 dogs from Corpus
Christi Animal Care to help in a horrific
dog hoarding case. Ovwver 230 dogs that
were housed at 3 woman's home for hreed-
ing purpozes were zelzed. The Pomerani-
anz and other small dogs were extremely
matted and in need of medical care. The H3/SPCA evaluated
the dogz and treated them for various medical 1ssues. Thev
were also zpaved or neutered. micro chipped. and given vaccina-
tion: and dentalz hefore thev were adopted out. The Humane
Soclety 15 committed to collaborating with other animal organi-
zations 1n and around the ¢itv to reduce animal hoarding and abuse cases.




Parker came to us at b-weels-old
riddled with infection and too weak

to move. Another dog had bitten off
his left hind leg and tail Parkers’
owners were unable to seek medical
help for him for 3 days. Thev surren-
dered him to us and we 1mmediately
sent him to the vet. After surgery,
rehabilitation, manv weeks of reha-
bilitation and foster care, Parker
was able to be put up for adoption.
He went to a wonderful home and
has a brand new =start on hife. Parker
15 just one of the over 6560 dogs and
cats that we fostered last year and
over 240 dogs and cats that we pro-
vided medical rescue for.



Persian and Himalayvan Rescue Mission Successtul

On Januarv 14 2005, The Humane Soclety and Animal
Care Services partnered together to remove over 90 Per-
sian and Himalavan cats from a woman's home. These
purebred cats were uzed for breseding purpozes and kept
in cages houszed in her garage.

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The Humane Soclety transferred most of the cats and
kittens from the old ACS facility to the Humane Soclety
on Fredericksburg Kd. Once the cats and kKitten:z were
recelved at the Humane Society. they were evaluated.
given vaceinations, dewormed. bathed and made comfort-
able 1n the special needs wing of the shelter. The

momma cats with Kittens
will ke 1n their own mater-
nitv suite. Due to the condi-
tion of their badly matted
coatz, thev all needed to bhe
shaved down. All will be
spaved and neutered .
